   1 Corinthians 12:14 
 
 It is very good to be with you all this 
evening and for the first time to be 
amongst you in a new way, in this new 
grouping, the Bishop’s Hatfield Team 
Ministry. For the people and parish of 
St John’s, Lemsford and of St Mary’s, 
North Mymms today marks a wholly 
new stage in your life and ministry, 
and your presence means that there is 
also fundamental change for the 
people and districts of St Michael’s, 
St Etheldreda’s, St Luke’s and St 
John’s. You together give fresh 
expression to the truth which St Paul 
proclaims – ‘ the body does not consist 
of one member but of many’ . 
 
 That theological reality – that we are 
not individual Christians or churches 
or congregations - can sometimes be 
obscured by our commitment and 
affection for the immediately local. 
When we speak of ‘my church’ we 
instinctively and naturally mean St 
John’s or St Mary’s, St Luke’s, St 
Etheldreda’s or St Michael’s. Your 
new interdependence and structure 
proclaims that you know that the body 
does not consist of one member, but of 
many. 
 
 As I go about Hertfordshire it is a 
delight for me to be reminded many 
times a week that there are many of us 
in the body of Christ with varieties of 
gifts, services and activities serving 
God in the name of our one Lord Jesus 

Christ. It is not that it is convenient for 
us to be one in Christ, administratively 
helpful, or structurally neat, or 
financially desirable, or effective in 
mission – it is simply the truth – all 
the members of the body though many 
are one body.  St Paul’s famous words 
speak of our diversity, our rich 
diversity, but our fundamental unity. 
We in Bishop’s Hatfield have a special 
reason to celebrate that and to develop 
its implications for ourselves, for the 
Deanery and Diocese, and above all to 
be many-but-one for Jesus. 
 
 I wonder what you would say if you 
were asked to sum up what St Paul 
wrote to the church in Corinth: 
 
 ‘To each is given the manifestation of 
the Spirit for the common good. To 
one is given through the Spirit the 
utterance of wisdom, and to another 
the utterance of knowledge according 
to the same Spirit, to another the 
working of miracles, to another 
prophecy, to another the discernment 
of spirits, to another various kinds of 
tongues, to another the interpretation 
of tongues. All these are activated by 
one and the same Spirit, who allots to 
each one individually just as the Spirit 
chooses.’  
 
 Think back to your school days and 
précis those verses, or summarize 
them. You might say, ‘We are all so 
different because the Holy Spirit gives 
to each of us different gifts but it is the

one Holy Spirit empowering every 
person’ . Well you’d be right – but 
you’d have spoken in terms of 
difference. I’d prefer to say: ‘The 
Spirit empowers each one of us and 
we are distinguished by the variety of 
gifts we offer’ . 
 
 When you turn to the back cover of 
tonight’s Order of Service you see a 
list of ministers who display a rich 
variety of God’s gifts in the service 
and faith of Jesus Christ. These people 
are distinguished by their skills, gifts, 
services and activities – and we 
honour them. If that is true of Readers 
and clergy  -  and it is  - how much 
more is it true of the wealth of 
resources we have here in the people 
of this Team along with its church 
buildings, its halls, its schools and all 
its resources of time, talent and 
money. 
 
 Tonight we celebrate that wealth and 
the richness of God’s generosity to us, 
13 ministers, a similar number of 
Wardens, electoral rolls of well over 
600, committed members of church 
councils, reserves, plant and facilities, 
but above all personal presence in our 
communities as friends, neighbours 
and colleagues. Together we are many 
and we are rich in resources – how 
wonderful that we are not isolated for 
the one body is made up of the many. 
 
 Today we are at the start of a further 
adventure in discipleship. As friends 
and followers of Jesus Christ we are 
called to go with Jesus as he reaches 
out to the men, women and children of 

our parishes and communities. It is 
natural that we ask what we are to do, 
what we can bring to the mission and 
ministry of the church in Bishop’s 
Hatfield. In our diocese we have tried 
to focus that willing love and service 
into what we call our Vision for 
Action. Like all Visions it involves 
ambition – and the hymn has put it 
well, ‘We have a gospel to proclaim, 
good news for all’ . Like any bold 
ambi ti on i t needs our acti ve 
commitment – as another hymn 
tonight put it, ‘Lord, in living power 
remake us…past put behind us, for the 
future take us, to live for Christ alone’ . 
 
 In the Vision for Action prayer we ask 
God to equip, excite and empower us. 
I call them the three ‘Es’ of Vision for 
Action. Brother Roger, the founder 
and Prior of the Taizé Community in 
France (committed incidentally to an 
ecumenical understanding of a church 
of the very many but one in Christ) 
was brutally and tragically murdered 
during worship in Taizé last summer. 
Some of us from this new Team and 
elsewhere in the diocese had been in 
Taizé and with Brother Roger only a 
couple of weeks earlier. His 2006 
annual letter from Taizé was in draft 
when he died and has now been 
completed and published as his 
Unfinished Letter.  In it he asks: 
 
 ‘are we sufficiently aware that God 
trusts us so much that he has a call for 
each one of us? What is that call? God 
invites us to love as he loves. And 
there is no deeper love than to go to 
the point of giving oneself, for God

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and for others. Whoever lives a life 
rooted in God chooses to love. And a 
heart resolved to love can radiate 
goodness without limits’ . 
 
 That is what we, many as we are, all 
want to do as one. So we pray to God, 
in the love of the Son, that the Holy 
Spirit will 
 
 ‘equip us, for the challenge ahead, 
  excite us to follow your vision, 
  and empower us in witness  
  and   service’  
 
 To God be the glory, through Jesus 
our Saviour and mighty Redeemer.  
     Amen

Finally a Team candle with six wicks 
was lit by a representative of each 
Church (Diana Glanfield for St. Mary’s) 
Joyce Clark joined representatives of 
the other churches to give the readings.  
 
The rousing hymns were led by a 
combined choir of all the churches, 
including several members of St. 
Mary’s Choir. 
 
And afterwards we all adjourned to the 
Church Hall to enjoy the splendid 
refreshments provided by St. John’s and 
to meet old friends and forge new 
friendships.  
 
It was a great privilege to be present at 
the inception of this new phase of our 
Church life in the Bishop’s Hatfield 
Team Ministry.

 Are PCC Members liable for Church 
debts? 
 
The PCC is called in law ‘a body 
corporate.’  This means that the PCC is a 
separate body from the people who serve 
on it.  So no one on the PCC can be 
made liable for its debts. 
 
 How often does it meet? 
 
 During the course of the year we expect 
to meet six times – or every 6-8 weeks. 

Your Parochial Church Council (PCC)  - your Vicar wr ites 

 The Annual Parochial Church Meeting 
(APCM) will take place in the St 
Michael’s Room at 11.15 am on Sunday 
9th April.  On that occasion there will 
be various reports giving an overview 
of church life in the past year.  A 
number of elections will also take place: 
that of two Churchwardens and six 
places on the PCC which have come up 
for re-election.  Many of our church 
members have served on the PCC and 
so will be very familiar with the duties 
and responsibilities of a PCC member 
only too well.  However, for the sake of 
those who do not, here is some 
information in the form of ‘Frequently 
Asked Questions’ ! 
 
 What does the PCC do? 
 
 It has a duty to consult together with 
the Minister on matters of general 
concern and importance to the parish. 
 
 It cooperates with the minister in 
promoting in the parish the whole 
mission of the Church.  The church is 
called to be: 
 
 Pastoral -  to look after individual 
people; 
Evangelistic -  to communicate to 
people the Good News of the gospel of 
Christ, inviting them to accept it; 
Social -  to help poorer members of 
society as well as those suffering from 
racial, economic and other forms of 
injustice; and 
Ecumenical  -  to encourage good 
relations with other Christian 
denominations. 
 
The PCC is involved in much more than 
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make a lively and helpful contribution 
to the PCC and parish.  There are 
opportunities to serve on sub-
committees – fabric, finance, worship, 
Christian formation, churchyard, or be 
involved in children’s work,  social 
events or represent the church 
ecumenically or at a deanery level. 
 
 How long do I  serve for? 
 
 Currently a term is 3 years.  This may 
sound a long time but it takes a while to 
learn your way round and begin to 
make a contribution.  After 3 years, you 
may stand for re-election for a further 3 
years but will then have to stand down 
for a year after that. 
 
 In order to ensure that we have a 
turnover that’s not too disruptive, one 
third of the PCC are normally re-elected 
each year.  However, since we are 
currently making adjustments to the 
system, one or two places are currently 
for a shorter period.  If you want to 
know more, please speak with Russell 
Perkins, our Churchwarden, who will 
clarify the situation further! 
 
  If you think you’d like to serve the 
church and parish on the PCC, please 
speak to Sally the Vicar, Diana or 
Russell the Churchwardens, or any 
current member of the PCC. 
 
 If you know of someone who might 
make an excellent new PCC member, 
do speak to them first before 
nominating them!

  Do you need any special 
qualifications to be on the PCC? 
 
 No, but you must be on the electoral 
roll; 
Be over 16; 
Consent to being appointed; 
Hold generally to the official teaching 
and beliefs of the Church of England, 
which are grounded in the Holy 
Scriptures, such teachings of the ancient 
Fathers and Councils of the Church 
which are agreeable to the said 
Scriptures. 
 
 However, everyone has gifts, 
experience and special interests that can 
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Reginald Henry Faultless 

 As far as I am aware there is just one 
gravestone in the New Church Yard 
which unusually has no date of birth 
engraved on it.  It is the grave of my 
much loved Uncle Reg - Reginald 
Henry Faultless: 1900-1969. 
 
 Faultless, what a name to live up to, 
and what a joke!   
 
 Reg Faultless was a talented artist and 
studied at the Slade School of Art 
under the famous Professor Henry 
Tonks.  Much of his life was dedicated 
to his oil painting and drawing, but 
towards the end of it he took to 
watercolour with great enthusiasm. 
 
 He had a great influence on my life, 
taking me to art exhibitions and 
introducing me to his Bohemian 
friends; all very different from my 
parents’ more conventional 
acquaintances.   Things were hard for 
unknown artists in the 1940s; however, 
my Uncle refused to take a full time job 
-  he preferred to struggle on alone, 
often taking the commissions that 
friends obtained for him, sometimes 
working and smoking (Woodbines of 
course) throughout the night.  
 
 His health was a constant source of 
anxiety to his family.  My mother, his 
twin sister, used to make up food 
parcels to keep him going.  Finally he 
had to give in and took the job of 
©Display Manager© at Gamages 
Department Store.  There he painted 
wonderful back drops for the renowned 
model railway & what his boss was 
pleased to call muriels!  It did pay the 

gas bills though! 
 
 Many people were touched by his 
kindness and generosity during his life 
time.  The arduous visits he made to 
the grim mental hospital each week to 
see an old friend.  Looking after the 
West Indian immigrants who worked 
with him.  This once involved paying 
for false teeth for a young man who 
had his own knocked out in a racial 
attack - without his front teeth he could 
not play his trombone.  What a far cry 
the latter years were to the carefree 
days in the 1920s with many sunny 
painting holidays in France.  
 
 His last few years were dogged by 
frequent stays in TB hospitals.  Much 
of his recuperation was spent with us in 
Brookmans Park.  When he died we 
were given permission to have him 
buried at North Mymms.  I am forever 
grateful for this, as I had promised him 
that he would not be cremated.  Then 
came the problem with the engraving 
on the headstone.  My mother was his 
twin and was paranoid about her age 
which was always a closely guarded 
secret!  She did not want it revealed to 
all.  She reasoned that Reg had kept her 
secret in life and therefore would be 
happy to keep it in death.  There was 
no arguing with that. 
 
 I felt that the words I chose for his 
headstone summed up a life of one who 
did so much for others. 
 
 ‘ In as much as ye have done it unto 
one of the least of these my brethren 
ye have done it unto me.’

Par ish Profile - Elizabeth Fillingham  



Snowdrop Sunday 
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 Sunday 12th February, for the 
second year running, saw a 
rather unusual evensong: a 
celebration of the church music 
of the late eighteenth century, 
sung and played by the Chiltern 
West Gallery Quire, in full 
period costume, with authentic 
period musical instruments. As 
was proper, they performed 
from the quire gallery above the west 
end of the church. 
 
 Today’s style of church music, 
centred around the organ, goes back 
less than two hundred years.  Before 
that, ordinary parish churches did not 
have organs, and relied on the talents 
of ‘quires’ -  bands of amateur singers, 
fiddlers, oboe and bassoon players, 
performing music that had often been 
written locally. 
 
 Much of the music we heard was 
composed by Matthew Cooke, who as 
the first church organist at North 
Mymms, spanned the transition from 
quire to organ music. He was 
evidently a musician of considerable 
local repute, for before the service 
began, the Chiltern West Gallery Quire 
treated us to a selection of his secular 
compositions – glees, quadrilles and 
minuets, which were written for 
performance at assemblies and private 
functions around Hertfordshire. (The 
title of one quadrille, The Charms of 
Watford, caused some amusement.) 
These they performed in the St. 
Michael’s Room, where the church 
volunteers had excelled themselves in 
producing lavish quantities of tea, 

cakes and sandwiches. 
 
 In the service itself, we learnt 
that church music of two 
hundred-plus years ago 
consisted of anthems and 
metrical versions of the 
Psalms. Some of these are still 
familiar today – such as O 
God, Our Help in Ages Past -  

but hymns as we know them had yet to 
reach the Church of England.  
 
In an age when many members of the 
congregation were illiterate, it was 
common practice to ‘ line out’ the 
words, that is, each line was spoken 
out loud by the Parish Clerk before 
then being sung by quire and 
congregation. The result was hardly 
very aesthetic, but at least everyone 
could join in. As examples of anthems, 
the Chiltern West Gallery Quire gave 
us settings of the Magnificat and Nunc 
Dimittis, dating from the 1770s and 
both written locally. The Magnificat in 
particular, which came from Northaw, 
was a fine work and well worth a 
revival. 
 
 And the snowdrops? They were in full 
bloom in the churchyard, making a 
splendid display, but the weather was 
not kind to us. After the driest winter 
for seventy years, on February 12th 
we were at last treated to a day of 
continuous rain. So they were admired 
briefly, and from afar.
