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©Remember, remember...© it©s not just the 5th of November, with Guy 
Fawkes and his accomplices that we remember in the month of November. 
Remembering people who mean a lot to us is something we do at any time 
in the year, but November is the month when we do a lot of ©collective 
remembering©. 
 
It begins on the 1st of November with the Festival of All Saints when the 
Church  around the world pays tribute to Christians who have loved and 
served Christ even though it has led them to suffer persecution and 
premature death.  I have heard this day referred to as the ©winter Easter© 
because it is a major celebration of the resurrection hope in which these 
people lived and died, putting their faith in the first Easter, the risen Christ, 
whom we celebrate earlier in the year.  We set aside the first day in 
November to remember these saints - ordinary men and women - who 
number more than the days of the calendar year. 
 
The festival of All Saints leads directly into the commemoration of All 
Souls when we remember those from our own lifetime whom we©ve known 
and loved and who have had a lasting impact on us.  We remember them 
with sadness but profound gratitude for the way they have enriched us 
personally and the wider community too.  Again, this is marked by special 
services in churches throughout the world and St Mary©s will join in this 
collective commemoration on  the 2nd November at 8pm. 
 
Another tradition of collective remembering of particular national 
importance occurs of course on Remembrance Sunday, 13th November, 
when we recall the sacrifice of those who gave their lives for comrade and 
country in the major world wars and other more recent conflicts.  We 
undertake this in moving ceremonies up and down the country to honour 
our promise never to forget what they gave up for our sakes. It is right for 
us to remember their sacrifice and to evaluate whether we use our costly 
freedom wisely. 
 
There are many different ways in which we remember others with fondness 
and respect; often with flowers or poppies, in song or silence, sometimes 
with pomp and ceremony, at others, with simple gestures.  I recently 
attended a wonderful silver band concert in the Yorkshire Dales in memory 
of the conductor©s mother and sister.  However we do this, when we 
remember a person or event, we bring them into our present; there  they 
continue to be a source of inspiration and guidance to us.  It reminds us too,

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that we are but part of a greater human story of interdependent  relationships, 
mutual discovery, shared achievements and events, some rightly celebrated, yet 
others serving as a salutary reminder of the power we have and can use with 
devastating consequences. 
 
Collective ©re-membering© is something Christians regularly engage in   - 
whenever we gather around the Lord©s Table.  For here we remember the broken 
body of Christ given for the whole world, the blood poured out in sorrow for sins 
against God and one another.  We remember with enormous gratitude this cosmic 
event the ultimate gesture of sacrifice from our Creator and we continue to 
discover its meaning for us in this present generation.  This collective  
re-membering unites us afresh with God and one another.  It takes from us some 
of our burdens, freeing us to work more with God©s Holy Spirit so we might live 
differently and a little less selfishly. 
 
Finally the last Sunday before Advent, on 20th November, we remember and 
celebrate something that is to come.  That one day, Christ©s rule and kingdom of 
justice, mercy and peace will be established throughout the universe.  We shall 
all, past, present and future, know Christ as King.  We believe that is truly a time 
to remember and look forward to.  
 
 May this hope, and all that we gain from setting time aside to remember others 
this month, be a source of strength and joy for all that we are called to live 
through today.

 This year 11th November falls on a 
Friday and, as in previous years, 
millions of people across the nation 
will stop at 11am for a Two Minute 
Silence to remember those who 
fought, and those who are still 
fighting, for all of us today. 
 
    Parish pump 

 The act of observing a Two Minute 
Silence began in 1919 following the 
Armistice at 11am on the 11th 
November 1918 at the end of the First 
World War. 
 
 In 1921, the year the Legion was 
formed, ‘Armistice Day’ was formally 
adopted as the national day of 
Remembrance and the British Legion 
was charged in its Royal Charter with 
o r g an i s i n g  ‘ F est i v al s  o f 
Remembrance, services and parades to 
perpetuate the memory of sacrifices 
made during service with Our Armed 
Forces in war and peace’ . 
 
 Since then, the Legion has been 
responsible for organising national, 
regional and local ceremonies of 
Remembrance to reflect the nation’s 
concern that the human cost of war 
should not be forgotten. These 
include: 
 
 The annual Poppy Appeal – the 
nation’s symbol of Remembrance. 
 
 The Two Minute Silence at 11am on 
11th November when the nation 
pauses to honour those who gave their 
lives for peace and freedom. 
 
 The annual Festival of Remembrance 
at the Royal Albert Hall to pay tribute 
to all those who have given their lives 
for our peace and freedom. 
 
 The Parade and Service at the 
Cenot aph i n W hi t ehal l  on 
Remembrance Sunday organised by 

The impor tance of remembrance 
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From 1870 - 1875, French decorative 
arts were strongly influenced by the 
Arts & Crafts movement from this 
country, culminating in the Art 
Nouveau movement, and Lalique©s 
designs were of that style. 
 
 However in the early 1900s Lalique 
began making commercial glass.  His 
new craft was so successful if not 
more so, than before, and nowadays 
his scent bottles, vases, light fittings 
and many other objects are 
immediately recognised as ©Lalique© 
and are very highly prized. 
 
 During the early 1920s his style 
changed as the Art Deco movement 
overtook Art Nouveau, reacting 
against the over decorative Victorian 
taste;  his work thus became simpler 
with clean lines and angular shapes 
leading him to making architectural 
designs in glass. 
 
 Entering St. Matthew©s is almost a 
shock.  Instead of the usual varying 
degrees of dim light we have come to 
expect in our churches, here we 

 When I wrote in the magazine 
recently about the Church of All 
Saints, Tudeley, I didn©t expect to 
visit another remarkable church of 
similar interest again quite so soon. 
 
 On a recent visit to Jersey we were 
interested to see among the tourist 
leaflets something called ©The Glass 
Church©.  Many who visit Jersey will 
know this Church, St. Matthew©s. St 
Helier, but being our first visit, we 
were immediately intrigued;  I had 
visions of something like the ice 
palace in Hans Christian Andersen©s 
Snow Queen. 
 
 We discovered that St. Matthew©s, 
built and consecrated in 1840 as a 
chapel-of-ease, had its entire interior 
refurbished by René Lalique of Paris 
in 1932. 
 
 Like All Saints, this came about 
through a benefactor in memory of a 
loved one.  Florence, Lady Trent, 
was the widow of Jesse Boot, later 
Lord Trent, founder of Boots the 
Chemists.  Lord and Lady Trent lived 
in Jersey and one of their neighbours 
was René Lalique.  Lady Trent 
commissioned Lalique, with A.B. 
Grayson the architect, to transform 
the church as a memorial to her late 
husband. 
 
 Lalique©s fame began with his career 
as a designer of jewellery.  Such was 
his innovative style that he became 
foremost among the other jewellers.  

The Glass Church, Jersey 
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walked into  a wonderful bright space 
of iridescent light.  It was difficult to 
believe we were in a church, it seemed 
austere and cold at first, but gradually 
we began to recognise the beauty and 
the skills of the glass fittings, and 
realised  their purity and how they 
benefited their sacred purpose. 
 
 A great glass cross flanked by glass 
columns are behind the altar, softly 
defused by light from within.  The 
altar is glass;  in the glass screened 
Lady Chapel the reredos is composed 
of four angels also formed like 
columns with angel heads. 
 
 All the clear glass windows have 
reliefs of Jersey lilies (nerines)  or 
Madonnas;  the small font is all glass, 
said to be the only glass font in the 
world.  All the pillars are made of 
glass decorated at their tops with 
stylized flowers instead of the usual 
classic orders. 
 
 Not all the glass is clear, a great deal 
is satined, so the light is softened in 
this way, but the lack of shadows is 
strange. 
 
 We felt it would take time for us, 
familiar as we are with our 14th  
century St. Mary©s to adjust to worship 
in St. Matthew’s, but we recognised 
the beauty and the craftsman©s eternal 
efforts to produce their finest work to 
decorate God©s houses.

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In Britain, Major George Howson, a 
young infantry officer, formed the 
Disabled Society, to help disabled ex-
Servicemen and women from World 
War One. Howson suggested to the 
Legion that members of the Disabled 
Society could make poppies and the 
Poppy Factory was subsequently 
founded in 1922. 
 
The original poppy was designed so 
that workers with a disability could 
easily assemble it and that principle 
remains today. More than 70% of 
Poppy Factory employees have a 
disability or chronic illness.

The first donations for artificial 
poppies were given in Britain on 11th 
November 1921, inspired by John 
McCrae©s 1915 poem In Flanders' 
Fields. 
 
Some of the bloodiest fighting of 
World War One took place in the 
Flanders and Picardy regions of 
Northern France. In the aftermath of 
the war’s total devastation the only 
thing which would grow on the land 
was the poppy. McCrae, a doctor 
serving there with the Canadian 
Armed Forces, wrote these verses 
about what he saw: 
 

How the Poppy Appeal began 

In Flanders’ fields the poppies blow 
Between the crosses, row on row, 
That mark our place: and in the sky 
The larks, still bravely singing, fly 
Scarce heard amid the guns below. 
 
We are the dead. Short days ago 
We lived, felt dawn, saw sunset glow, 
Loved and were loved, and now we 
lie 
In Flanders’ fields. 
 
Take up our quarrel with the foe; 
To you from failing hands we throw 
The torch; be yours to hold it high, 
I f ye break faith with us who die 
We shall not sleep, though poppies 
grow 
In Flanders’ fields.

We have recently returned from a very 
interesting train journey across 
Germany, during which we visited the 
city of Dresden. 
 
 Its f ine Baroque cathedral, the 
Frauenkirche, has now been rebuilt 
rising Phoenix like from the terrible 
devastation caused by the Allied raids 
in 1945.  It will be re-consecrated on 
30th October 2005. 
 
After the war rebuilding was not 
permitted as Dresden was in the Soviet 
zone, and so for almost 45 years the 
heap of rubble remained. 
 
 Every anniversary of the raid, candles 
were lit on the stones in memory of 
the victims. 
 
 At last when the border with the West 
came down in 1989 the ©Call from 
Dresden© was launched.  This was a 
world-wide appeal to rebuild the 

Frauenkirche as a centre of world 
peace in the new Europe. 
 
 Britain responded generously and also 
donated the 18 feet high replica golden 
cross which now crowns the dome.  
This cross was built by the son of a 
British pilot who had taken part in the 
bombing raid, reinforcing the spirit of 
reconciliation.  
 
 With the building now complete we 
were able to ascend the dome, via a 
circular ramp inside, admiring the 
beautifully restored interior as we 
went.  Reaching the top we had a 
wonderful view of the restored and 
rebuilt city.

 It was good to see so many people in 
St. Mary’s on Sunday September 18th. 
All three churches were well 
represented. 
 
 The chosen hymns were al l 
introduced personally.  Very often the 
choice was linked closely to a 
highlight in life.  This was most 
moving for us in the congregation, as 
often they involved wedding services 
where the partner had since died.  It is 
invidious to single out individuals, but 
I will always remember Margaret

had been turned into part of the 
Russian military headquarters, and all 
their furniture had been lost in 
Silesia. Ute’s mother then took the 
children to live in East Germany and 
her father remained in Berlin, now 
working as a waiter in the British 
Officer’s Mess as he could speak 
English. By 1949, the family were 
reunited and Ute’s father could return 
to his banking career. 
 
 Ute continued her schooling until the 
age of twenty as she had missed 18 
month’s during the war. She took her 
Arbitur and went to university and 
then did a course to become a 
translator. In 1959 she came to 
England as an au pair to improve her 

 This month I am profiling Ute 
Bernard who, along with her husband 
A lbert, worships regularl y at 
Evensong. Ute was born in Berlin in 
1937. In 1941 she was evacuated with 
her mother and younger brother to 
Silesia (then Germany, now Poland). 
In Germany al l  chi ldren were 
evacuated with their mothers and so, 
the three of them went to stay with an 
uncle, who was a Lutheran pastor. Ute 
did not have a happy time at her 
uncle’s as he was very strict. She 
recalls many occasions when she was 
summoned to his study to apologize 
for various misdemeanours.  
 
At that time, the German Church was 
split between Hitler sympathisers and 
Resistance sympathisers, which Ute 
felt made her uncle very unhappy and 
thus quite intolerant of the children. 
 
 Ute’s father remained in Berlin and, 
although too old to be conscripted, she 
supposes that he was involved in 
clearing up operations in the city. Her 
father spoke little of this time, but 
letters she found recently after the 
death of her mother, bore out the fact 
that he had a very hard time.  
 
Ute remained in Silesia until January 
1945 and as the Russian front came 
closer they were forced to flee. She 
remembers vividly being in the back 
of a lorry and seeing the streets 
choked with refugees during what was 
a bitterly cold winter. Nothing was left 
for them back in Berlin as their old flat 
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English. Ute met Albert in Cambridge 
through a friend. Albert kindly lent the 
girls a room where they could study. 
Ute then returned to Berlin, then 
studied French at the Sorbonne in 
Paris before completing a further 
translator’s course in Berlin. Somehow 
courtship was included in all this 
studying as Albert and Ute married in 
1961! 
 
 The couple had two weddings. The 
religious one was in Stuttgart and a 
civi l  one in Caernarvon. Ute 
remembers the beautiful drive from 
the register office in Caernarvon to her 
father-in-law’s hotel in Bethgelert 
where the reception was held. After 
the wedding the couple settled in 
Southgate and a family followed.  
Juliet was born in 1963 and Oliver in 
1966.  
 
As the children became teenagers, Ute 
returned to studying and did a full-
time degree in languages at University 
College. After qualifying she taught at 
various colleges on a part-time basis, 
ending up at Birkbeck, which proved 
to be the most enjoyable. Ute retired at 
the age of 57 when her daughter was

pregnant and big re-organizations 
were going on at work.

Oranges and Lemons 
Say the bells of St Clement's 
You owe me five farthings 
Say the bells of St Martins. 
When will you pay me  
Say the bells of Old Bailey. 
When I grow rich 
Say the bells of Shoreditch. 
When will that be? 
Say the bells of Stepney. 
I'm sure I don't know 
Says the great bell at Bow. 
Here-comes-a-candle-to-light-you-to- bed 
Here-comes-a- chopper-to chop-off- your-
head 
 
 We all know the children©s game to this 
nursery rhyme. 
 
 There is however possibly a more grisly 
tradition behind the game which 
commemorates the days of public 
executions when the condemned were led 
through the streets of London to the 
tolling of bells!  St Martin©s Lane in the 
City is where the moneylenders used to 
live; Old Bailey is near the Fleet Prison 
where debtors were sent, Shoreditch & 
Stepney, just outside the City walls, and 
Bow - St. Mary-le-Bow in Cheapside 
whose bells told Dick Whittington to 
©Turn again©. St Clements Eastcheap and 
St Clement Dane in the Strand vie for the 
honour of being the church which peals 
©oranges and lemons©. 
 
 Who was Saint Clement? 
 
 He was a much loved Pope - the third 
after St Peter. He is best known for the 
letter he sent to the Christians at Corinth 
when they were dissenting against the 
leader of their church - the first known 
example of a Bishop of Rome making a

direct intervention on a local level.  The 
Corinthians found his letter so full of 
wisdom and concern they used it 
regularly as a reading for meditation. 
 
  Legend says he was a martyr and met 
his death by being tied to an anchor and 
tossed into the sea. 
 
 In the past he has been regarded as the 
patron saint of blacksmiths - (perhaps 
because they made anchors) and they 
used to fire gunpowder on their anvils in 
his honour on his feast day.
